This rubric is a scoring guide used by CLS staff and volunteer educator session reviewers to evaluate commercial sessions proposed for CLS professional development events by companies and consultants. 

Objective
To select commercial sessions that will be useful to the educators who choose to attend the sessions. Usefulness is defined by non-company specific information, research and/or resources that will be provided to session attendees within the session timeframe that will benefit educators in their professional lives. 
To that end, commercial presenters should view their role as an advisor and educator, not as a sales representative. Hard-selling tactics, focusing on products or services rather than educator needs, and selling materials out of the session room will not be tolerated and can result in a ban from future session presentations. Many commercial presenters find that soft-selling their integrity and knowledge through assisting educators by addressing their needs (with mainly – 95% – non-company-specific information) effectively generates strong prospects, which is why they reapply year after year.
